Kumar was booked on Decem-
ber 2, 2016, after cops found him
carrying 20 ampoules of Bupre-
norphine and Pheniramine Mal-
eate each.

467 (forgery of valuable security.,
will,), 458 (forgery for purpose of
cheating)and471(usingas genu-
ine aforged)of the Indian Penal
Code at the Sector-19 police sta-
tion.

On his part, Dr Dhawan said.
“Itisatotallvfalse case.She had
failed to clear dues of her treat-
mentand thuswe hadeven filed
a recovery suit against her. In
order to avoid paying the dues,
she haslodged a complaint. She
only wants toextortmoney from

18.” He added, “We have pro-
vided relevantdocuments tothe
police. All her allegations are
false.”
